	2.1 Preferred Products
	.1 All products must adhere to the requirements listed in Division 01 – Product Requirements 01 60 00.
	.2 For ceilings, fibreglass tiles or Akousti-liner can be applied to achieve sound absorption.  Wall panels can be prefabricated fibreglass panels with a density of 112 kg/m3, with a 50mm thickness, with hard edges and covered with fireproof fabric.
	.3 For acoustic wall panels installed below 6 feet high, specify high density types with washable, easy to maintain finishes.
